Throughout our lives, we suffer many deaths by which 
we can rise in Christ to a newer and better life. Easter is 
about remembering this, not just once year, but all 
through our lives and making it part of our lives. Think 
a minute about some of the deaths we suffer    
throughout our lives: 
We die to our youth. No matter what cosmetics we 
use; no matter how much we exercise or diet; or have 
cosmetic surgery, something is gone. We can grieve 
this loss but then move on and see life as a gift from 
God and grow in gratitude, and see life as good, full 
and joyful. 
 

We can feel sadness, bitterness, anger and emptiness 
that come from the death of a loved one, but then rise 
to acceptance, peace, and gratitude for a life, and live 
in joyful hope of seeing one another again.

The Paschal Mystery enters our lives at Baptism and 
graces us to rise up in a new life in Christ. If we let it, if 
we say yes to it, this life in Christ leads us through 
times of sorrow and confusion, doubt and grieving, self
-loathing and anger and resentment. This life in Christ 
and through Christ leads us to letting go of the old and 
embracing a new Spirit-filled life. 
 

This my friends is Easter practiced each and every day 
of our lives through a new life in Jesus Christ, our     
Resurrection and our life.
